Ring Slings

Aring sling is a long length of fabric with two
rings sewn in at one end. The other end of
the material is threaded through the rings
like a belt to form a pocket for the baby with
a tail of fabric hanging down. Ring slings are
worn over the shoulder like pouch slings and
have the same variety of carries, but the
rings allow for adjustability in different
positions and for different wearers. Learning
to adjust the rings for a comfortable fit takes
a bit of practice, and, like pouches, they
place all the weight on one shoulder.
